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Learned and subjected to a long process of
missionary influence, Holy Weekin Norogachi
(Chihuahua, Mexico) has been incorporating
new elements to the celebration, typical of
the indigenous thought and feeling that puts
it on stage.

Here we describe in detail the festive and
ritual process of this event, always based
on one’s own ethnographic experience, and
then situate ourselves around the sense that
its different symbolic elements possess. The
fundamental question to answer will be: how
has a religious manifestation learned from or
imposed on the Raramuri people in the past
been re-invented to make it meaningful and
useful in the current context? As we will see,
the senses built on Easter in this place are as
many as the actors and spectators that give
