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The adventures and acoustic misadventures

Es director del Laboratorio de Cine de la
Escuela de Arquitectura, del Cine-club Realejo
y de Arte7 Cinemateca en Granada, asesor
habitual cinematogréfico de algunas empresas y
fundaciones privadas andaluzas.

Actualmente edita una comedia filoséfica por él
rodada en Cadiz Pepa y los camaleones, e intenta
mantener; con Festival Cinemistica, una barricada
filmica en contra de la globalizacion, el autismo
y analfabetismo audiovisuales, y a favor del rito
colectivo cinematogréfico, antropologicamente
esencial para la profundizazcion de la mirada
critica individual y social.

Barcelona, 1960. He considers himself
a filmmaker’ because of his feeling of
impermanence and pilgrimage in the art of film,
and also because of the necessary emptiness he
advocates within the existential discourse, in his
theory of Nadism. Initially influenced in Paris and

Rome by Italian neo-realism, and later by the
work of M. Antonioni, on his return to Spain
he was impregnated with the experimental
sense of the Barcelona School, later creating
a new movement in Granada: La Cinemistica.
Author of 5 feature films and 20 short films.
He has founded several associations and film
competitions,such as UAlternativa in Barcelona,
or Festival Cinemistica in Granada. He is the
director of the Film Laboratory of the School
of Architecture, of the Cine-club Realejo
and of Arte7 Cinemateca in Granada, and is
a regular film consultant for companies and
private foundations. He is currently editing a
philosophical comedy filmed by him, Pepa and
the Chameleons, and is trying to maintain, with
Festival Cinemistica, a film barricade against
globalisation, autism and audiovisual illiteracy,
and in favour of the collective film rite, which is
anthropologically essential for the deepening of
the individual and social critical gaze.
