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A visual reflection on absence and the passing
of time, located in the Experimental Zoology
Station of the University of Geneva, which
was closing its doors after almost a century of
existence as an international reference centre
for biological research, specialising mainly in
embryology and the genetics of development.
There, the emptiness of the building and the
surrounding gardens in the Malagnou site
contrasted with the full force of the memories
of its last occupants, who recalled their
personal and professional experiences. The
personality of Charles Thiébaud, teacher of
the last experimental embryology courses, is
recurrently evoked, paying homage, through
him, to the collective history of the Malagnou
Station.

Invisibility and visibility are questioned in pursuit
of the longed-for encounter between the
spiritual and the scientific, and the praise of
certain ideas on the subject by thinkers such
as Borges, Thom, Foucault, Eliade, Doisneau,
Simondon.

Una reflexion visual sobre la ausencia y el
paso del tiempo, ubicada en la Estacion de
Zoologia Experimental de la Universidad de
Ginebra, que cerraba sus puertas tras casi un
siglo de existencia como centro de referencia
internacional de investigaciones biologicas,
especializadas en la embriologia y la genética
del desarrollo principalmente. Alli, el vacio del
edificio y los jardines aledafios en el paraje de
Malagnou, contrastaba con la plena vigencia
de los recuerdos de sus Ultimos ocupantes,
que rememoraron: sus.vivencias personales
y profesionales. La personalidad de Charles
Thiébaud, profesor en‘las postreras practicas
de embriologia experimental, es evocada
recurrentemente, homenajeandose, a través
de él, la historia colectiva de la Estacion de
Malagnou.

He is currently editing a
philosophical comedy filmed by him, Pepa and
the Chameleons, and is trying to maintain, with
Festival Cinemistica, a film barricade against
globalisation, autism and audiovisual illiteracy,
and in favour of the collective film rite, which is
anthropologically essential for the deepening of
the individual and social critical gaze.
