It happened 
on 30 December 1951 in Roquebrune-Cap 
Martin (France), while he was at the picnic 
area “L’étoile de mer”, on which one of 
the walls of his new room, faithful to the 
Modulor, would be built. Le Corbusier liked 
to say that “There is a castle on the Côte 
d’Azur measuring 3.66 x 3.66 m. It is for my 
wife. It is for my wife. It is extravagant in its 
comfort and simplicity”.

El documental LE CABANON cuenta la 
historia de la cabaña de madera que Le 
Corbusier dibujó, en cuarenta y cinco 
minutos, a su esposa Yvonne, como regalo de 
cumpleaños.
