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Departing from Belém, in Lisbon, three women travel to a city in the
South of Portugal to meet the newest member of the family who is about to
be born. During the road trip, we learn about their different characters,
points- of-view and life choices. As they arrive at the destination it be-
comes clear that the three characters are more alike than we first thought.

Al no
permitirsele seguir trabajando como direc-
tor teatral, se puso a estudiar filosoffa en
la Universidad de Soffa y empezé a tradu-
cir las obras de Theodor Adorno y Heiner
Muller, mientras escribia obras de teatro,
poemas y ensayos, que se publicarian mu-
cho mis tarde. En 1988, fue invitado a
presentar su produccion teatral titulada La
herida Woyzeck en un festival de teatro de
Berlin Occidental. Decidié no regresar a
Bulgaria y vivir en el exilio. Empezé a es-
cribir en alemdn y a representar sus propias
obras en Berlin. Desde 1999, también ha

trabajado en varias grandes producciones
teatrales franco-alemanas. Debido a su cre-
ciente interés por las artes visuales, dirigié y
produjo dos peliculas experimentales: Villa
Dei Misteri y Luxor Las Vegas. En 2009
termind su primer largometraje indepen-
diente, rodado en 35 mm, titulado Moon
Lake, producido por Donka Angelova.

Sara Barbas was born in Lisbon in 1978. She
studied Fine Arts at the University of Lisbon
and has been awarded an MA in Interactive
Media (2004) and an MA in Animation
(2008) from the University of the West of
England in Bristol where she has been based
since 2001. In 2012, Sara graduated with
distinction from the MA in Scriprwriting for
Theatre, Radio, Television and Film at Bath
Spa University. Her graduation film for the
MA in Animation “Wherever You Go There
You Are' was awarded internationally and
Sara has also wrote for the worldwide-dis-
