Cldsica (RNE) for the XX Alicante Festival (2004). The theme of pro-
found mystical content alternates between cosmic landscapes of imagined
universes, with dream landscapes, abstractions and mythological themes
that are recurrent in his work.

Pedro Guajardo Eguiluz was born on April
15, 1928 in Zaragoza and in 1939 he moved
with his family to Madrid. In 1970, Pedro
Guajardo recovered the formula for Punic
painting, after two decades dedicated to exper-
imentation in this field. The formula for Punic
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had been lost, shows
similarities with encaustic
painting. Guajardo developed

his own formula based on 64 natu-

ral ingredients. Once he began to use Pu-

nic wax, his work shows that he was not lim-
ited to merely painting. For him it was an act
of intuition and reflection that extended to
both philosophy and technique. In his words:

“The spirit sleeps in matter, dreams in the
plant, stretches in man and when he awakens

it will be without anguish in the eternal pulse
of flashing light.”
