She has
held exhibitions, artistic interventions and
poetic performances in galleries, art centers
and festivals in Colombia (Fundacion Gil-
berto Alzate Avendanio), Granada (Univer-
sity of Granada), Navarra (Film Making
for Social Change), Madrid (Asalto Poético
Maria Zambrano), Barcelona (Fem Art, Mi-
radas de Mujeres, MACBA) and San Fran-
cisco, USA (Band Lands). She has published
poems in the magazine “La Caterva” of the
University of Granada and in “Agora poéti-
ca” of the Centre de Cultura de Dones Franc-
esca Bonnemaison.
