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A sensory exploration of a city, its people
and a sound that unites them. Working its
way from very quiet to a raucous crescendo
the horn and its honk are the lead characters
in this short observational documentary. Inti-
mate moments are captured as horns are re-
cycled before taking their ever-present place
within the soundscape of Kolkata.

La obra
resultante, Homing, exploré los sonidos y
objetos dentro de una casa suburbana de
Nueva Zelanda.

Andrew Scott began his creative life as an
actor at Toi Whakaari (The New Zealand
Drama School). After five years of playing
other people, he realised he was more in-
terested in recording others being them-

festivals throughout New Zealand it won
both the Culture and Judges awards at
the inaugural Wet West Film Festival. On
the strength of this he began directing
Takat pui, a M ori LGBT television se-
ries. In 2014 as part of the Loading Docs
initiative, Andrew was selected as one
of ten New Zealand directors to make
a 3-minute online documentary on the
theme of home. The resulting work, Ho-
ming, explored the sounds and objects
within a suburban New Zealand home.
