Welles, (Kenosha, Wis-
consin; 6 de mayo de 1915-Hollywood,
California; 10 de octubre de 1985) fue un
actor, director, guionista y productor de
cine estadounidense. Considerado uno
de los artistas mas versatiles del siglo XX
en el campo del teatro, la radio y el cine,
alcanzé el éxito a los veintitrés afios gra-
cias a la obra radiofénica La guerra de los
mundos, que causé conmocioén en los Es-
tados Unidos cuando muchos oyentes del

extraterrestre. Este sensacional debut le
valié un contrato para tres peliculas con el
estudio cinematogrifico RKO, que le otor-
g6 libertad absoluta en sus realizaciones. A
pesar de estos beneficios, solo uno de sus
proyectos previstos pudo ver la luz: Citizen
Kane (1941), su pelicula mas exitosa.

George Orson Welles, better known as
Orson Welles, (Kenosha, Wisconsin; May
6, 1915-Hollywood, California; October
10, 1985) was an American actor, director,
screenwriter, and film producer. Conside-
red one of the most versatile artists of the

20th century in the fields of theater, radio,
and film, he achieved success at the age of
twenty-three thanks to the radio play The
War of the Worlds, which caused a stir in
the United States when many listeners to
the program thought it was a true broad-
cast of an extraterrestrial invasion. This
sensational debut earned him a contract
for three films with the RKO film studio,
which gave him absolute freedom in his
productions. Despite these benefits, only
one of his planned projects could see the
light: Citizen Kane (1941), his most suc-
cessful film.
