In 1756, at the age of thirty-two, Casanova escaped from the
Prison of the Plombs in Venice. At the age of sixty-two, he
recounted the story in French. An escape pieced together
from scratch by a libertine who watches his life unfold in a
single long take. «Vax plays out in this deferred, reimagined
time. An escape plan woven through words. A tragicomedy
of a man all alone, reenacting his life. «VVa» is a performance.
«Vay is Casanova'’s spectral word. «Va» plays like the relic of
a mythical figure—what remains of him. This same narrative
is replayed in close-ups, as if filmed through the keyhole
of a cell, or through the glass wall of an eye whose lens
dreams of escape. This sequence is silent, breathless: yet it
is the same scene seen up close, disjointed, wordless, just a
syncopated song of gestures, ragtime. An unfinished image
to which a living body will restore the memory of its story.
