Durante esta etapa realiz6 La camara de papa
(2021), cortometraje construido integramente
a partir de archivos domésticos filmados por
su padre. Este proyecto le desperté su interés
por experimentar con material de archivo,
y fue finalista del festival Notodofilmfest. Ha
trabajado como directora de fotografia en
publicidad, videoarte y videoclips, asi como en
diversos cortometrajes de ficcion. Destacan los
titulos canarios Koyas (2024) y Brega (2025).
En 2025 debuta como directora de fotografia
en el largometraje documental Miguel
Veldzquez, el catedratico del ring, estrenado
comercialmente y disponible también en
Filmin. Es socia de CIMA, Asociacién de
Mujeres Cineastas y de Medios Audiovisuales.

Lucia Grimaldi trabaja desde una
sensibilidad que mezcla intimidad, memoria y
un profundo vinculo con el territorio canario.

Filmmaker and director of photography from the
Canary Islands who currently lives in Madrid.
From childhood, cameras were a natural way
for her to observe and play with reality, a
medium that allowed her to capture whatever
caught her eye. Over the years, those early
videos and photographs became a tool for
translating and giving shape to the ideas that
filled her mind. She studied Cinematography
and Audiovisual Arts at TAI, specialising in
Director of Photography. During this period, she
made *La camara de papa* (2021), a short film
constructed entirely from home movies filmed
by her father. This project sparked her interest
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in experimenting with archive material, and
it was a finalist at the Notodofilmfest festival.
She has worked as a director of photography in
advertising, video art and music videos, as well
as on various fiction short films. Notable among
these are the Canarian titles Koyas (2024) and
Brega (2025). In 2025, she made her debut as
director of photography on the feature-length
documentary Miguel Velazquez, el catedratico
del ring, which has been commercially released
and is available on Filmin. She is a member of
CIMA, the Association of Women Filmmakers
and Audiovisual Media Professionals.With a
perspective marked by nostalgia and a deeply
emotional connection to her homeland, *El
pez rojo* arises precisely from that distance:
from viewing Tenerife from the outside and
recognising, in that distance, an essential part
of her identity. Combining Super 8 footage with
contemporary material, she reflects on how
memory and home are transformed when you
leave a place, yet a part of you always longs to
return. Lucia Grimaldi works from a sensibility
that blends intimacy, memory and a deep
connection to the Canary Islands.
